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DRAFT FINAL RESOLUTION
OF THE THIRD NEVSKY INTERNATIONAL ECOLOGICAL CONGRESS
(Saint Petersburg, 14 May 2010)

The participants of the Third Nevsky International Ecological Congress “Ecologization of Nature management – a Basis for Modernization of Economy in Balance with Nature”, representing legislative and executive power bodies, bodies of local self-administration, non-commercial organizations, business structures, organizations of education and science of the CIS member states as well as international organizations declare that:

under conditions of overcoming of the world financial-economic crisis, the necessity of an internationally coordinated anti-crisis policy that would reduce the ecological impact on the nature and minimize the damage to it increases particularly;

there is a task on the agenda to form a global system of environmental security that would be adequate to the emerged ecological and climatic risks and capable to forecast, prevent and react to them;

only the system of stimulated innovations is able to minimize the damage to the nature, prevent the degradation of the environmental system, eliminate the danger of pollution of the planet for the health of contemporary and future generations;

the states in partnership with enterprises and civil society organizations are to act as political initiators, stimulators and subjects of environmental policy that would contribute to the ecological modernization of economy not oriented to the unlimited consumption of resources;

in the framework of sustainable development the intensive and accelerated introduction of the best accessible environmental technologies is of the same global priority as the growth of economy;
the attitude to the nature, environmental mentality and behavior are the indicators of the culture and moral.

The participants of the Third Nevsky International Ecological Congress, 
guided by the spirit of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, the adopted international legal acts and the legal acts of the CIS member states in the sphere of human rights, ecology and environmental protection;
striving for preservation of the Earth as a harmonious and balanced ecosystem;
orienting at securing the balance of nature systems of the planet and the anthroposphere;

stressing attention at the necessity of transition to an intensive and environmentally sparing economy, attraction of the business community and civil society institutions to the process of solution of ecological problems; 

considering the ecologization of economy through introduction of energy-saving low-waste technologies and deep recycling of raw materials and wastes to be the most important direction,

have adopted the present Final Declaration.

Aiming at the successful solution of environmental problems, the participants of the Congress suppose it expedient:
- to build the model of relations between the man and the nature that would aim at a balanced solution of economic and ecological tasks;
- to strengthen the international legal basis in the sphere of rational use of forest and water resources;

- to develop the international mechanisms of ecological insurance; 
- to contribute to enhancing of the role and influence of ecological institutions in the structure of the United Nations;
- to contribute to the creation of the institution of independent expertise in various environmental directions;

- to improve the legal basis and practical mechanisms of implementation of the joint international projects including those in the framework of the UN Framework Convention on Climate Change and the Kyoto Protocol to this Convention;
- to develop the international practice of attracting target environmental investments;

- to search actively for additional financial resources for environmental programmes; 
- to contribute to implementation of national sustainable development strategies as well as to creation of additional international mechanisms in the sphere of sustainable development;

- to move from separate environmental measures to general complex systems of environmental management and audit that would base on modern ecological standards;
- to consider the “green growth”, i.e. the development of economy on the basis of broad use of the most advanced clean and safe technology, to be an important indicator of the economic situation; 
- to contribute to elaboration and introduction of the new and the safest technologies of receiving energy from alternative sources applicable for the mass use; 

- to disseminate the advanced experience in application of innovative decisions in the sphere of recycling and use of domestic and industrial wastes;

- to attach new quality to the cooperation in the sphere of popularization of environmentally clean economic technologies and safe practices of nature management;
- to develop the practice of limitrophe cooperation in the sphere of rational administrative use of trans-border natural facilities;
- to contribute jointly with public associations to organization on the intergovernmental level of a range of conferences in the sphere of environmental protection;
- to strive for the broadest public support in solution of tasks of ecologization of nature management;
- to contribute to the development of environmental culture;

- to attract actively the mass media with the view to popularize widely the environmental culture and healthy life-style; 

- to contribute to enhancement of the role of social organization and educational institutions in creation of environmental ethics among citizens, in their attraction to participation in projects in the sphere of energy saving and efficient use of recyclable materials;

- to consider the issue of introduction of special environmental courses in the system of preschool and school education;
- to promote actively the healthy life-style.

For the successful solution of environmental problems in the Commonwealth states the participants of the Congress consider it necessary:

- to intensify the efforts in exchange of experience in the sphere of elaboration of strategies and tactics of counteracting the economic crisis and its overcoming together with increase in ecologization of the economy;
- to contribute to the study and dissemination of successful practical achievements in the sphere of ecologization of the economy and nature saving implemented in the Commonwealth countries, 


- to enhance the coordination of joint efforts of the CIS member states in the framework of international ecological organizations and treaties;


- to continue the trans-border cooperation in the sphere of preservation and protection of nature, introduction of ecological innovations, alternative technologies and energy sources;

- to create the legal basis, financial and tax mechanisms for stimulation of enterprises and organizations that modernize the production, implement environmental measures and correspond to requirements of health and environmental protection;
- to intensify the work in the sphere of adaptation and creation of updated standards and norms that contribute both to preservation of nature and to development of economy;


- to intensify the elaboration of international and national legislative acts in the sphere of nature management, energy efficiency and environmental protection, and to contribute to their adoption and implementation;


- to recommend the Interparliamentary Assembly of the CIS Member Nations to continue the elaboration of model laws “On strategic assessment of the environment”, “On environmental audit”, “On rational use and protection of trans-border waters”, and “On ecological insurance” (new edition);


- to recommend the CIS Executive Committee to pay special attention to the procedure of interior harmonization of the draft new edition of the Convention on Environmental Security of the CIS Member Nations and its appendices;  

- to apply widely the model environmental law in creating national environmental legislation in the Commonwealth countries;

- to complete the general rules of water and forest resources management and use, the common system of complex environmental norms and regulations for industrial enterprises;

- to propose to the CIS Executive Committee to renew the practice of annual sessions of the Interstate Ecological Council and to convene them together with the Nevsky International Ecological Congress;


- to recommend the parliaments of the CIS member states to analyze the implementation of decisions and recommendations of the Nevsky International Ecological Congress in their countries.

For the successful solution of environmental problems in the Russian Federation the participants of the Congress suppose it expedient:

- to implement tasks of lowering the negative impact on the nature in the framework of comprehensive modernization of the country;
- to secure the practical implementation of norms of permissible influence on environment;

- to move towards strengthening of possibilities of the state and the society in the sphere of ecological control and ecological expertise;

- to intensify the purification of water resources, to provide building, reconstruction and technical renovation of the treatment facilities;

- to specify the system of free and payable use of the nature as well as the system of pricing that would count completely the environmental damages and risks;

- to perfect the system of ecological rationing, calculation and collection of payments for the harmful impact on the nature;
- to perfect the system of indicators of the environmental evaluation;

- to provide support for the implementation of the Decree of the President of the Russian Federation from 4 June 2008, №889, that envisaged the task of not less than 40% lowering of the energy intensity of the GDP of Russia to 2020 in comparison with 2007;

- to speed up the elaboration of the federal law on ecological insurance;

- to correct the Ecological Doctrine of the Russian Federation with consideration of new tasks, requirements and adopted legal acts; 

- to apply actively the achievements in the sphere of the model environmental law of the CIS in drafting the Russian environmental legislation;

- to assist in implementation of advanced pubic standards in the sphere of resource-saving (reduction of resources losses, handling with wastes, implementation of the best accessible technologies, ecological requirements to packaging) prepared following the international experience;

- to speed up the harmonization, finalization and adoption of new technical regulations and putting them into conformity with international environmental standards;

- to speed up the elaboration and adoption of measures aimed at stimulation of enterprises to modernize the production, to introduce the best accessible technologies, to invest to ecological programmes and innovations (through the system of discounts, credits and subsidies);

- to use widely the resource-saving technologies and environmentally safe materials in constructing buildings and installations;

- to specify the glossary, criteria and justification of selection of the best accessible technologies; 

- to accumulate the data on the best accessible technologies implemented by industrial organizations and associations, to elaborate recommendational reference documents on the best accessible technologies for various industries;
- to organize the mass training of specialists in application of economic and low-emissive technologies;
- to use actively the opportunities of the international environmental cooperation for the technological modernization of Russia together with the development of domestic innovations;
- to generalize the results of regional pilot projects devoted to the search of alternative solutions for the “energy-efficient city”, innovative and minor complex energy, “energy-efficient social sector”, etc.;

- to use innovative decisions in the sphere of recycling and use of domestic and industrial wastes;
- to strengthen the mechanisms of the state support for enterprises working in handling with wastes;

- to stimulate the production of ecological packaging, creation of new types of products manufactured from wastes as a recycled additional resource; 
- to develop the system of collection and recycling of the useless cars;
- to elaborate measures of economic incentives for production of goods with better ecological characteristics;

- to take into better consideration the ecological characteristics of goods and services in public purchases;

- to work out the mechanism of selection of the energy-efficient and ecological products in conducting tenders and settling contracts for the state and municipal needs together with correction of the respective legislation;

- to move towards creation in Russia of the common comprehensive system of ecological labeling and certification in conformity with international standards, to promote creation of special recognizable Russian trademarks for labeling high-quality and environmentally safe products;
- to assist in exchange of the advanced experience of ecologization, environmental education of population, conduction of public ecological control and expertise.

The participants of the Congress declare that the issues of environmental security, modernization of economy and energy efficiency should be considered systematically and integrated. For the successful solution of the key environmental problems one should need decisive actions of the state power bodies, responsibility of the business, active participation of the civil society and the public behavior oriented at preservation of the nature.

The participants of the Congress call upon the state power bodies of all countries, politicians, representatives of mass media, and citizens to popularize and implement the basic provisions of the present Final Resolution and recommendations of the roundtables elaborated during the work of the Third Nevsky International Ecological Congress.
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
